The overall
goal of Key Club is to develop competent
and caring leaders of tomorrow. Key Club is

At the top of the
ladder is International which watches over the 33
di stricts and countries
tricts. The international board consists of the Inter-
national President and Vice President and 11 In-
ternational Trustees. Then under the International
Board there is the District level, in our case the
MIGHTY TexasOklahoma District, just like Interna-
tional there are Executive Officers, including the
Governor, Secretary, Treasurer, and Editor whom
are elected in the House of Delegates at District
Convention, from there the Convention Liaison is
appointed. There are also many Lieutenant Gov-
ernors. These Lieutenant Governors provide sup-
port and guidance to their division. Finally there is
a Club, which is set up by a high school or institu-
tion and the officers are elected by a majority of
the members of the club.

members that are apart of Key Club International
which spans 30 countries with about 5,000 clubs.
Key Club is probably the easiest club to become
a part of, with an average of 50 service hours per
year being brought in by EACH Key Clubber, that
is a total of 10 million hours! Key Club is a fast
growing organization that is creating future lead-
ers, and there does not seem to be an end in
sight for this organization.
